One of the progress report items on the PAC action list is to review Sutherland Hall use relative to costs and
revenues. The Parish Advisory Council discussed this during the December meeting and have the following to
report:

It was suggested that one of the options this ad hoc committee investi-
gate is the consideration of renting the upper level of the hall. It was felt if the upper portion of the hall
were rented out to a quiet operator i.e. an architectural firm or other professional firm the parish could still
enjoy the lower hall for fellowship, funeral teas, current rentals and current uses. This committee will also
investigate use of the stage / stage area and all other potential  options.

This committee will conduct an investigation and make a recommendation to the PAC.  While it is not our de-
sire in principle to use the Hall to generate income it was felt prudent at the very least to explore this option
given our current financial situation and costs and shortcoming in revenues to operate this facility.

The committee members are: Linda Smith, Ed Willms, Barb Willms, Tom Peppiatt and Venerable
Dawn. Please share your thoughts on this important topic to any member of this committee.

The name Fairvern is derived from the two lakes surrounding Huntsville - Fairy Lake and
Lake Vernon. The "Friends of Fairvern" fundraise for the benefit of the residents with an
annual BBQ and Tagday in the summer and a bake sale at the mall in December. The Friends
have homemade pies for sale at $8.00 each and may be purchased at the home. They are
made in the kitchen at Fairvern.

The volunteers spend many hours in the home providing such programs as feeding, Bible
study, church services, footcare, walks, games, teas, book cart, baking, artistic services,
music therapy, pet therapy, family connection, pastoral care, memorial services, breakfast
program, slide shows, reading groups, musical entertainment, assisting in hair care, and
each resident receives a birthday card on their special day.
