From the Rector...  
Alleluia! Christ is Risen!  

The Lord is Risen, indeed, Alleluia!  
 
From Easter morning, we greet one another with these words. We begin the month of June, still in Easter 
Season, celebrating the Resurrection of our Lord and Saviour, Jesus Christ.  He is not only risen, but  
ascended, and seated at the right hand of the Father [ Mark 16.19].   At his ascension, Jesus gathered his 
disciples, and gave them not only their ômarching ordersõ:  
 

òGo therefore, into all the world, and make disciples...ó [Matthew 28.19 ff],  
He also gave them [and us] a promise:  

Jesus said ò...you shall receive power, when the Holy Spirit has come upon you 
and you shall be witnesses to Me in Jerusalem,  

in all Judea and Samaria, and to the end of the earth.ó Acts 1.6 
 

This promise was fulfilled at Pentecost, which is often called the òbirthday of the churchó On Pentecost 
Sunday [12 June], we celebrate the fact that we, as members of the Body of Christ, empowered by His 
Spirit, are to be to be His witnesses wherever we are - in our homes, our families, our communities, and 
to all the world. The Holy Spirit resides with us, and in us, as helper, teacher, guide [John 14.16 -18, 26]. 
All that the Holy Spirit is, He makes available to us so that we might, in turn, help, teach, guide, speak 
words of conviction, and call Godõs truth to the remembrance of others.  As believers, we speak with our 
very lives the gospel of Jesus Christ. We display, by our words and deeds, the power of God to transform 
peopleõs lives from sin to righteousness.  The presence and the gifts of Holy Spirit enable us to be  
witnesses to the life, love and power of God.  
 
In May, our Bishop, the Rt Revõd Dr Stephen Andrews, was with us to celebrate the 400th Anniversary of 
the King James Bible. In his sermon, the Bishop spoke not only of the remarkable influence of the KJV, but 
also of those who came before who were instrumental in the work of translation. In June we have an  
opportunity to learn more about them.  Sunday Night at the Movies will begin 05 June with the story of 
John Wycliffe, and follow a week later with the story of William Tyndale [ see the ad later in this edition 
of Parish News]. Come for fellowship, discussion and popcorn! [ These movies are rated G] 
 
On the last Sunday of June [26th], our Bishop will be with us once again. At 8.30 am as celebrant and 
preacher and at 10 am for a service of Confirmation.  Seven of our younger saints and one adult will  
affirm, for themselves,  the promises made at Baptism. At that service, he will pray these words:  
 

Almighty God, we thank you that by the death and resurrection of your Son, Jesus Christ, you have 
overcome sin and brought us to yourself, and that by the sealing of your Holy Spirit you have bound 

us to your service.  Renew in these your  
servants the covenant you made with them at 
their baptism. Send them forth in the power of 
that Spirit to Perform the service you set  
before them; through Jesus Christ your Son our 
Lord, who lives and reigns with you and the 
Holy Spirit, one God, now and forever. Amen 
[BAS 628]

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PWRDF is in the process of applying for CIDA Funding under CIDAõs new òcompetitive biddingó process with 
proposals now submitted for three separate CIDA òcallsó.  Given this new process and recent CIDA funding de-
cisions, we believe it is important to have a proactive advocacy strategy focused on what will be our newly 
elected (or  
        re-elected} members of parliament.  

 
       The application process for CIDA funds has changed considerably within the last year.  Whereas in the past applica-
tions were considered on their individual merits, a competitive bidding process is now in place for all entities ð non-
governmental, private sector and academic ð seeking CIDA funding.  In addition, recent events have confirmed       that 
decisions about funding allocations have become increasingly politicized. PWRDF is awaiting a ôpromisedõ response on 
the proposals currently before CIDA.  
 
      To this end, I, as a PWRDF  co-ordinator, on behalf of the Deanery of Parry -Sound /Muskoka will be meeting with 
The Hon. Tony Clement (MP) for Parry/Sound/Muskoka to inform him about the 50 YEAR historic and current commu-
nity -based development work that PWRDF has carried out and continues to carry out, highlight our positive working re-
lationship with CIDA and the importance we place on civil society engagement both here in Canada and in countries 
where our partners carry out relief and development work. I will present Tony with a prepared òkitó (briefing note and 
DVD) to ask his support for Canadian Civil Societies Organizations (COSs) in his caucuses, in  
parliament and in interactions with the minister responsible for CIDA.

Hello all! 

Iõm writing to tell a bit about my trip to Kenya this past March. I had the opportunity to travel with a group of 

students and teachers from Huntsville High through the organization Free the Children. We went to help build a 

school in a rural community called Sikirar in the Narok district of Southern Kenya. 

We landed in Nairobi, then drove across 

the Great Rift Valley to the Maasai Mara. It was so  

amazing to see the transition from the busy city to 

the rural communities in the Mara. The country is 

incredibly beautiful, colourful and vibrant. The  

landscape is breathtaking; looking out over the 

Great Rift Valley is an incredible view, and quite 

possibly the most beautiful place I have ever seen. 

Learning about the Maasai culture gave us such a 

huge  appreciation for everything that we were  

experiencing: the landscape, the animals, even the 

language. We had the opportunity to stay right in 

Sikirar, the community we were building in. If 

youõve ever seen the TV show MASH, thatõs what our camp was like! 

When people ask me ôWhat was your favourite part?õ I find it so hard to pick any one part, because  

everything on the trip was such an incredible experience, and the entire thing as a whole had such a profound  

effect on me. 

Of course the main purpose of our trip was to build a school, which was an incredible experience. I never 

knew that manual labour could be so rewarding. Whenever we went to the school to build, we got to talk and play 

with the children there. They taught us how to play their favourite games, and we also got to play a big game of  

soccer with the older boys. The animals we saw were amazing; we went to a giraffe sanctuary and on Safari, where 

we saw  zebras, wildebeasts, impalas, giraffes, water buck, Egyptian gulls, hippos, hyenas, dik diks, baboons,  

warthogs, meerkats, cape buffalo, and even a lion! We had the opportunity to go on a water walk with the Mamas 

from the community, learn Swahili, go to a  

traditional Maasai market, visit the Baraka 

Health Clinic and Kisaruni all girls high school, 

both of which Free the  Children built and just 

recently opened. One of the mamas taught us 

how to bead; and our Maasai warrior that  

travelled with our group, Sankei, gave us weap-

ons training, which was  incredible. We also  

visited the Free the Children centre and planted 

trees in their tree nursery. 

One of the most astounding things that we  

encountered while in Kenya was not necessarily 

the extreme levels of poverty, but how happy 

and grateful the people are for what little they 

do have. In Canada we often take many simple 

things for granted. Clean water, free healthcare,
