that way, you reduce their stress of visiting a new place  
Ú Sit with them during the service and help them find their way through it   
Ú After the service introduce them to your friends over coffee and include them in the 

conversation  
Ú Talk to them about their experience on the ride home and invite them back   

Gracious God, we thank and praise 
you that you welcome all people into 
your presence through Jesus your Son.  

Help us to extend that  
welcome as we invite friends and 

neighbours to Back to Church  
Sunday, so that they may come to

Thanks to you, our Starfish children now know the words to this special camp song and many 
others. Archery, drama, rock climbing, hiking, swimming, dodge ball and scavenger hunts 
were just a few of the new adventures our children enjoyed.  Two chose Bible stories as their 
favourite activity and others chose BBQõs, marshmallow roasting and snacks.  A whole new 
world of enjoyment for these children!  They will never be the same.  Three children at-
tended Pitmanõs Bay day camp for two weeks each.  One boy attended Mini-Yo-Wee by com-
bining the kindness of a camp sponsorship and Starfish funds. 
 
Two girls ages 4 & 5 years will attend òSparksó (a Girl Guide activity) for a year.  The Mom 
preferred this to sending them to summer camp.  Cost $150.00 each.  The Moms were given 
Petro-Canada gas cards which enabled them to take the young ones to the beach.  
 
Graydon, our three year old boy, who had been waiting 3 years, received a new heart.  He is 
doing well.  We sent the family $200.00 to help out with the cost of their stay at Ronald 
McDonald House. 
 
Two of our families moved in the middle of June.  Transportation to and from school was 
provided by Independent Taxi and the Starfish fund.  The other family received help with 
moving costs. 
 
The Starfish fund paid for a school trip to the Sudbury Science Centre for an 8 year old boy.  
Our new family received two new beds courtesy of Kellyõs Home Furniture and the Starfish 
fund.  
 
As we have done in the past, our Moms will receive Wal -Mart or Zellerõs gift cards for  
back-to-school clothes, shoes and supplies. 
 
Our food bank, like Mother Hubbardsõ cupboard, is bare.  Our shopper, Linda Peppiatt would 
welcome funds to replenish the shelves.

The Horn of Africa  
 
Thousands of people fleeing Somalia for desperately overcrowded refugee camps in Dadaab, 

Kenya.  Livestock dead.  No water, the soil turned to dust.   10.7 million people affected.   The numbers 
are staggering, and the images are horrifying.   This is the reality for so many people living in the Horn of 
Africa as the drought in the region continues, and the UN declares a famine in Somalia.  
 
PWRDF is responding to this emergency through the ACT Alliance and the Canadian Foodgrains Bank.  An 
initial $115,000 has been sent from PWRDF, supporting work in Ethiopia, Kenya, and Somalia.    
In Somalia, PWRDF is responding as part of the ACT Alliance.  3.7 million people are affected by the 
famine in southern Somalia- fully half the population of that nation.   "We are already underway in our 
efforts to distribute 262 tonnes of flour and 52 tonnes of cooking oil to the hardest -hit areas of Gedo 
province in Somalia. This first delivery will assist over 30,000 people in four villages for around a 
month," said Gaim Kebreab, representing ACT in Somalia and Kenya.  ACT also heavily involved in sup-
porting relief efforts in the largest refugee camp in the world at Dadaab, Kenya, which is managed by 
the Lutheran World Federation, an ACT member.   The camp-- built to house 90,000 people -- is currently 
home to over 400,000 with over a thousand new refugees arriving each day.  
 
PWRDF is working in Kenya through the Anglican Church of Kenya and the Canadian Foodgrains 
Bank.  Food is being purchased from local farmers and distributed to those in need, including refugees at 
the Dadaab camp.  Purchasing food locally is an important part of responding to disasters, as it puts 
money into the local economy, and saves the time and expense of shipping food around the world.  
Finally, PWRDF is responding in Ethiopia through ACT.  ACT is helping over 68,000 people in Ethiopia by 
providing food, health care, drought preparation training for farmers, and òfood for workó projects 
which will help to plant trees, prevent soil erosion, and construct roads in the region.  
 
As part of Canadian Churches in Action (CCA), PWRDF is also part of a proposal to the Canadian Interna-
tional Development Agency (CIDA)for funds to support relief work in the region.   The CCA proposal will 
support over 580,000 people in Kenya  by helping to provide access to water, sanitation and hygiene, 
emergency food aid, feed for animals, education, and more.   The project will focus on meeting the 
needs of the most vulnerable: pregnant and lactating women, the elderly, female headed households, 
and children.  
 
PWRDF cannot do this work without your help.    
 

Canadian Government Matching Donations for Horn of Africa Drought Relief  

The Canadian government has created the East Africa Drought Relief Fund to match donations made by 
Canadians to eligible charities retroactively from July 6 to Sept. 16 this summer. They are matching all 
donations for the Horn of Africa drought dollar for dollar.  
 
The Canadian International Development Agencyõs website says the 
following of the matching funds:  
For every dollar an individual Canadian donates over a 10 -week pe-
riod (retroactive to July  6, 2011, and ending September 16, 2011) to 
an eligible registered Canadian charity responding to the drought in 
East Africa, the Government will contribute an equivalent amount 
to the East Africa Drought Relief Fund. The Government of Canada 
will administer the relief fund separately, disbursing funds to or-
ganizations best suited to make an effective and real difference in 
the lives of people affected by the drought.
