We need your help.

The Door Youth Centre has been in operation for five
years providing a safe, warm place for the youth of
Huntsville to hang out and keep off the streets. The
centre has had the opportunity to take Huntsville youth on
many mission trips like helping out with the homeless in
Toronto, working at a camp for a week-end and also on a
trip to New Orleans to help build and renovate homes.

The Door Youth Centre also has provided the Kid-Max
summer camp at Pitman's Bay for many years. Before
Youth For Christ started to manage The Door, the youth
centre was known as Huntsville Youth Club. It has been a
part of Huntsville for many years and has helped many
kids feel safe and loved by the many youth volunteers that
have helped over the years.

Providing a safe place for our youth is so important. The
Door provides a loving atmosphere, a warm place to hang
out and an alternative to hanging out on the streets. The
Door has pool tables, ping pong, card tables, music, a
snack bar, fooseball and table hockey. Often they host an
open microphone evening or cof-fee house'-style event
with some live music. Many of the teens are learning new
skills in the carpentry club that has been running, as well
as the basketball club and taking cooking classes.

The Door is situated on Brunel Road between
the high school and Main Street. It occupies the old
Methodist Church and is open for drop-in on Friday
evenings from 7 to 10 p.m.

The Door however needs more than your help.
The full -time staff member has to raise his own
salary as well as run all the different programs
that are offered. The building is old and needs
many new upgrades, but the winter is the hardest
time as the heating bills are always going up and
the furnace isn't getting any newer! Running heat
through the old building on a furnace that is
40-plus years old gets expensive and we rely fully
on donations to pay the bills.

The Door Youth Centre needs help from the
local community. (We) know of the support people
in Huntsville give to charities and are confident
that people will help keep The Door open.

We are hoping businesses in the area will
partner with us so The Door can continue to
provide a place for the youth of Huntsville. Small
monthly donations (or big monthly donations -
joke) are a great way to help the centre stay
afloat. The taxes on the building are high, the
water, hydro, gas, phone, Internet and general
maintenance all need paid on a monthly basis so
we do need help.

There is no source of income other than the
small profit we make from the snack bar, but even
that has shrunk as we are now providing healthy
free snacks that are provided by volunteers in the
community.

Strategic Plan Budget : In preparation for the setting of the annual Diocesan budget, the Implementation Team is asked
to project annual costs for implementation of the Strategic  Plan initiatives. The Team worked with Jane Mesich to
anticipate costs for 2012 and 2013. Jane will present these estimates as part of the projected Diocesan budget at Ex-

ecutive in March and Synod in May.

Strategic Objective 1 : Congregational Development

e Jay shared samples of benchmarks and evaluation guidelines to be used by parishes and Deanery Assessment
Teams. Deanery Assessment Teams are in place with the exception of Algoma Deanery. Jay will present overview
to Executive Council next month and hopes to have complete benchmark package available by Synod in May and

available for parishes on line.

e Jay will focus his time working with parishes, Deanery Assessment Teams and Deanery Program Associates to facili-

tate the evaluation process.

Strategic Objective 2 : Authentic Evangelism

e Bishop Stephen will continue dialogue with the Wycliffe College Institute of Evangelism to establish a resource
partnership, rather than the establishment of a Canon Missioner as originally suggested.

e The goal is to develop training for evangelism teams within each Deanery.

Strategic Objective 3 : Involved Children and Youth

e Heather Manuel has developed a new draft Diocesan Pastoral Plan for Child and Youth Ministry to go to Executive
Council in March for approval. The new plan will incorporate a new staffing structure with appointed volunteer
Deanery Youth Coordinators and paid part-time Deanery Child and Youth Ministry Facilitators. The position of Di-

ocesan Youth Consultant will be discontinued.

e Heather is continuing to work with the survey of current child and youth ministry activities throughout the Deaner-

ies as requested by the Implementation Team.
