From the Rector...  

Dear Members of All Saints Parish Family - 

ñAs you have therefore received Christ Jesus the Lord,  
so walk in Him, rooted and built up in Him  

and established in the faith, as you have been taught,  
abounding with thanksgiving.ò   

Ephesians 5.19-20 
 

ñ...abounding with thanksgiving!ò  What a wonderful admonition!  How many of us 
abound with thanksgiving? Over and over, in the Psalms is the admonition to 
ñGive thanks to the Lord for He is goodò, and yet we take so much for granted day 
by day, and often donôt pause to say ñThank you, Lordò. This season reminds us to get our eyes back on the 
Lord, the giver of Life... to reflect upon Godôs goodness - to be observant, and grateful... and to give thanks! We 
are so blessed, and given so much!... And how do we respond? 

We know, from Scripture, how, from the days of Moses, the Hebrew people responded. God had delivered 
them from the land of slavery in Egypt, into the promised land. The people would bring, as a thank offering to 
the Lord, the first of all the produce of the land, saying,  ñThe Lord had brought us to this place and has given 
us this land, a land flowing with milk and honey; and now behold I have brought first-fruits of the land which 
you, O Lord have given me.ò  The instruction given was ñThen you shall set it before the Lord your God and 
worship the Lord your God. So you shall rejoice in every good thing which the Lord your God has given to you 
and your house, you and the Levite and the stranger who is among youò [Deuteronomy 26.9-11].  It was a re-
minder that the first and best belongs to God, because it all came from Him in the first place. This autumn we, 
as a parish, will be participating in our First Fruit Harvest Celebration, guided by our Stewardship Team. We 
have so much for which to give thanks! 

On the first Saturday of October [01 Oct at 10 am], there will be a service, in honour of St Francis, for the Bless-
ing of Animals - a time to ópawsô and give thanks for pets, and the difference that all creatures, great and small, 
make in our lives. All pets and their people are invited and welcomed!  

We begin October with our Family Service [02 Oct]. This is our Parish Thanksgiving and a wonderful opportu-
nity to pause and count the blessing of children, and their families, in our midst at All Saintsô.

On Friday 21 October, giving thanks for the All Saintsô Pow-Wow Parties of former years, there will be an eve-
ning of great food, great friends, great entertainment and great fun [along with some fundraising] at the Pow- 
Wow Palooza.  

As October draws to a close, our eyes will be on our All Saintsô Patronal Festival [30 Oct]. It is a time of celebra-
tion and thanksgiving for all the saints, and especially our parish of All Saintsô. We have our regular service at 
8.30 am, our Family Service at 10 am and a Choral Evensong at 4 pm. Please plan to be an active part of our 
celebrations. 

There is so much for which we can be thankful, most especially Godôs infinite love and forgiveness, shown to us 
in Jesus, God-Incarnate, who walked this earth with us, who lived and died as one of us, to reconcile us to God. 
So, let us count our many blessings and give thanks to God, with a grateful heart.

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Tsunami Files #15: The Good of the Many  

Each month, the thirty women who are members of Dirimath, a ñsmall 
societyò created to help the women improve their economic and social states, 

gather to hold a private market.   Each woman brings what she has produced: 
clothes, vegetables, fruits, dried fish, etc.   The society buys the items from the 

women, then offers them for sale to the other women there.   Someone bringing 
dried fish will earn 350 rupees (about $3.50) for selling them to the soci-

e t y .   An o t he r  w o m a n w i l l  b uy  t h e  f i s h  f r o m t h e  
society for 375 rupees (which is still cheaper than the 450 it would cost at the 

market).   The extra 25 rupees goes into a capital fund that the society can use 
to give loans to the members.   Dirimath started with 2000 rupees, and has 

grown that amount to 42,000 over several years.   
 

Dirimath also buys household products in bulk from merchants so members can 
realize some savings on products like milk powder and soap.   The society tries 

to have alternatives to name brands -  they prefer to sell products made by their 
members, so they help members to learn to make soap, spices, and other 

goods that they can sell.   
 

The members of Dirimath, who ñpayò 100 rupees when they join into their own 
savings account with the small society, really value the group.   All the  

purchases they make from the society can be paid when they have 
money.   Since the womenôs husbands are generally fishermen, who can be at 

sea for up to two weeks at a stretch, money tends to come in fits and 
starts.   When their husbands return with the pay from their voyage, the women 

can pay Dirimath back for the purchases they made while their husbands were 
away.   

 
The women also benefit from the social interaction of being members of  

Dirimath.   Danesha explains, ñwe were on our own at our houses, now we 
gather in the small society.   We 

are concerned about each 
other, and help each other out.ò  

 
Dirimath is one of eleven small 

societies supported by PWRDF 
partner Savisthri in the Matara 

district of Sri Lanka after the 
tsunami.

Synagogues, in our part of the world, are  
constructed so that the people face East when the 
Torah is read.  East ð because Jerusalem, the site 

of the Temple, is in the East.  
 
Many Churches are also constructed so that  
Christians face East but for a different reason:   

Scripture tells us that when Jesus returns at the 
Second Coming, the eastern sky will split open. 
Matthew 24 27  For as the  lightning comes from the 
east and flashes to the west, so also will the coming 

of the Son of Man be.  Cathedrals, all Orthodox 
churches and most older churches are oriented 
eastward; but many modern churches are not as 
strict in this observance.   
 

Cemetery plots are also traditionally   
situated eastward, again so that ñwhen 
the dead in Christ shall riseò [1 Thess  
4:16], they are  facing the eastern sky.

NARTHEX:  In east facing churches, of 
course, the people enter through a ñwest 
doorò, usually into a narthex.   

 
A narthex is a reception area, vestibule or 
foyer.  Originally, those studying to be  
baptized [called catechumens ðthose  
studying the catechism], or those waiting to 

be reconciled to the church [penitents], 
would gather in this area which was  
separated, by a wall or rail,  from the nave.   
I n  t h e  e a r l i e s t  c h u r c h e s ,   

catechumens were  not allowed to   
participate in, nor even watch, the   
sacrament of Holy Eucharist.   

NAVE: The nave is 
the area where the 

people gather to  

worship.  Of course,  

originally there were 

no seats in the nave;  

people had to stand.  

This is still the case in  

Orthodox churches.  
The word nave comes 

from the same root as 

the word navy.  It is 

said to  be a  

reminder of Noahôs 

Ark, of Godôs  

provision for his  
people, and also of 

the ñbarque [boat] of 

Peterò.  

 

The shape of the nave 

is like that of an  

u p t u r n e d  b o a t .   

When we look up at All Saintsô, we can imagine 
looking down into the ribs of a ship.   

 

And weôre all in the same boat. ñWeôre all in this 

togetherò, arenôt we.   

BAPTISMAL FONT:  For a Christian,  

Baptism is the entry rite into the  

family of God, into full participation in the 
sacraments of the church.   

 

In the earliest churches, catechumens might 

have studied 1, 2 or 3 years before being 

baptized.   

 

When catechumens were ready for  

baptism, they entered the church in white 
baptismal robes [symbolic of  purity;  

reminiscent of the wedding garment in the 

parable of the Great Banquet, and the white 

robes worn by the saints [Revelation 7:9].  

After baptism, they proceeded into the nave 

of the church as full  members of the fellow-

ship.   
 

Baptismal fonts used to be at the back of 

churches, or even in  separate areas  known 

as a baptisteries .  Within recent years,  

baptismal fonts have been moved into the center of 

the people   in recognition that Holy Baptism is not 

just a  private issue, but also a community event, and 

t h a t  b o t h  t h e  c a n d i d a t e  a n d  t h e  
community have a role to play in the life of those who 

are baptized.  

Enter into His gates with thanks-

giving,  

And into His courts with praise.

Elijah had prophesied [delivered a message 

from God] that there would be no rain for 

several years.  During that time, Elijah 

stayed with a poor widow near the northern 

part of the Kingdom.  The woman had 

barely enough food to feed herself and her 

young son, but she was willing to share with 

the prophet.  

One day, the widowõs son became very ill; 

he became worse and died.  The widow was 

heart - broken and she cried to Elijah.  So 

Elijah took the boy, prayed to God to  

restore the boy to life.  God granted 

Elijahõs prayer and made the boy well.  

Then the widow knew for certain that Elijah 

was a òman of Godó, a prophet.   

The words and actions of Elijah made King 

Ahab very jealous and extremely angry.  

Elijah was afraid that Ahab would kill him.   

 

Next month weõll look at a famous showdown 

that happened between Elijah and the Kingõs 

men.  

After the time of King Solomon, the land 

of Israel split apart into 2 separate  

Kingdoms.   There were then 2 Kings: one 

in the  North and one in the South.  Many 

of these kings were bad people and one of 

the worst was a King named Ahab who had 

a wife named Jezebel.   

God never leaves Himself without a witness 

and so He called a prophet by the name of 

Elijah to speak to the King and the people.  

Ahab did not like Elijah since the prophet 

told him he was doing evil in the sight of 

the Lord.
