Dear Members of All Saintsõ Parish Family 

        óAngels, announce with shouts of mirth, 

   Christ who brings new life to earth.

We canôt escape the voices of media and advertizing reminding us that we have only days left to prepare for the 
season of tinsel, trees and turkey of lights...and endless lists! However, this Advent hymn reminds us that other 
voices announce that the most important preparation has nothing to do with shopping or decorations. The most 
important preparation is our response to the wondrous gift of love God has given us in Jesus Christ his Son, our 
Saviour.  As we prepare for Christmas, we look back in time to the birth of Jesus at Bethlehem while, at the same 
time, looking forward to the end of time, when He will come again, in glory.  

Sunday by Sunday in Advent, as children light the candles on the wreath, we hear the promises of Hope, Peace, 
Joy and Love for our lives. As a parish family we gather in worship hearing, once more, the words of the Old Testa-
ment Prophets and wondering, once again, at the story of the birth of our Saviour, Jesus. As we join our voices in 
prayer and in praise, we gather at the table of our Lord opening hands to receive him and hearts to enthrone Him..  

The month of December begins with our Advent Family Service [Sunday 05 December, at 10.00 am] The Family 
Services enable all members of our parish family to worship together, giving opportunity for  our younger saints to 
be fully involved in our liturgy. Another highlight of our Advent Season, on 19 December at 10.00 am will be a ser-
vice of Scripture and Song with the Eucharist, celebrating with special music for the season . 

Our Christmas Eve celebration begins at 3.30 in the afternoon with óGather at the Mangerô - an informal Eucharist, 
designed for the youngest members of our parish family. The Family Eucharist, at 7.00 pm, is focussed  for fami-
lies, with participation of children at every opportunity. A time of carol-singing leads into the traditional Candlelight 
Midnight Mass which begins at 11.00 pm.  On Christmas Day [Saturday] we celebrate with one service at 10.00 
am. Our regular 8.30 and 10 am services follow on Sunday [26 December]. 

As we look beyond Christmas Day the celebration of this joyous season continues. Epiphany, and the coming of 
the Magi, will be brought forward and celebrated on 02 January. At 10.00 am the Family Service will include an 
óEpiphany Processionô, with the children dressed in costumes of the Christmas/Epiphany story. 

As a parish family we also gather in fellowship in this joyous season. For our younger saints, the childrenôs Christ-
mas party and youth PJ party [providing a parentsô night out!] will be on Friday 03 December. A week later [10 De-
cember] all of our saints, young and old, are invited to our All Saintsô Christmas Family Dinner in Sutherland Hall.

Started on 1st of December, 
1988, World Aids Day is 
about raising money,  
increasing  awareness, 
fighting prejudice and  
improving education.  

 
The theme for 2010 is ôUniversal Access and Human Rightsõ.  World Aids Day is important in 
reminding people (us!) that HIV has not gone away, and there are still many things to be 
done. 
 
According to UNAIDS estimates, there are 33.4 million people living with HIV, including some 
2.1 million children.  During 2008, 2.7 million became newly infected with the HIV virus and 
2 million people died from AIDS.  Around ½ of all people who become infected with HIV do 
so before they are 25 and are killed by AIDS before they are 35.  
 
The vast majority of people who live with HIV and AIDS live in lower - and middle income 
countries.  But HIV is a threat to men, women and children on all continents around the 
world.  Incidentally, it is on the increase in Canada!  
 
Universal Access to HIV prevention, treatment and care is the key to ending the global AIDS 
epidemic.  
 
PWRDFõs ôPartnership For Lifeõ programme, within existing partnership relationships, allows 
partners to expand and consolidate the work they are already doing.  
 
Let us do whatever we can to commemorate WORLD AIDS DAY. Dec. 1st.

Did You Know? 

Let's keep our Saints healthy 

For some time now, the better cruise ships have had hand sanitizers at the  
entrances to all dining rooms. During our recent maiden voyage on Cunard's Queen Elizabeth, it soon  
became obvious that this was being taken a stage further. A  member of the crew was  

stationed at each entrance, to ensure the sanitizer was used.  

At All Saintsõ there is sanitizer by the steps leading to the altar, but only a few people use it. Maybe the PAC could give 

consideration to taking this a stage further. Suggestions include  

1. A note in the bulletin asking people to use the sanitizer before taking Communion.  

2. The sidesperson who stands at the steps could hold the bottle and spray everybody's hands as they pass.  

3. By varying the order in which people go up for Communion, those who sit at the right front will not always be faced 

with drinking from a cup previously used by dozens of persons.  

4. The sanitizer on the counter in SH is not always there at coffee hour. Could those on }coffee hour duty be asked to 

make sure it is on the counter.  

I suggest it would be advisable to put more stringent measures in effect before we are faced with another outbreak 

similar to the swine flu.
