•develop deeper understanding, love and faith 
•give up old habits such as thinking of "me first", fault-finding, or gossiping 
•take every opportunity to thank God for all that we have and all that we are 
•reach out to help those who need to know the love of God and the generosity of His people 
•set aside regular or additional time to spend with our Lord in prayer and study of His Word 
 
Later this month, on Sunday, 21 February, we gather for our Annual Vestry Meeting. It is a time to reflect on 
what it means to be the church in this place, and, as a body, to make decisions for our life together, as we 
go forward,  that we may fulfill our Lord’s purpose for His Body in this place.

The Starfish Team (under the Outreach umbrella) has had a busy year.  The big fundraiser of 
course was the annual garage sale which was held in June.  The sale and donations which  
followed realized a total of $ 1400.40.  The Men’s Breakfast Club made a donation of $ 350.00.  
Our book table continues to be well patronized.  Donations from interested parishioners are 
continuous and appreciated. 
 
We have 6 full-time Starfish families and 2 satellite families.  The satellite families are previous 
Starfish families who now only come to us with special needs.

�� Provided help with hydro bills to three families.  Rescued a Starfish Mom whose hydro 
was disconnected due to a misunderstanding with Ontario Works. 

�� Provided each of six families with a $ 50.00 Sunoco card. 

�� Presented each family with a $ 50.00 card from either Wal-Mart or 
Zellers for summer shoes for the children. 

�� Helped to send a church child to camp. 

�� Provided each with their Easter and Thanksgiving dinners. 

�� Bought each Mom a Mother’s Day gift. 

�� Bought a Mom an outfit in which to wear to her Mom’s funeral. 

�� Purchased flowers for a Mom to give as a memorial at her brother’s funeral. 

�� Purchased work boots for 2 Dads who had just got jobs 

�� Provided a gift card of $ 50.00 to each school aged child for very important back-to-
school clothes and supplies.

In our parish of All Saints $12,565 was donated in ’09, through the monthly blue  
envelopes and electronic givings.

So, our  
approximate total donations were $13,590.  “Well done thou.........” You may also be 
interested to know that the PWRDF Annual Report showed the Diocese of Algoma at 
$112,273 standing 12th  out of 30 dioceses.  

 I have no accounting for any individual responses to emergency appeals which are 
sent directly to PWRDF, such as HIV/Aids on Advent Sunday and the Philippines 
Floods, etc. in 2009. In the future, I would prefer that individual donations now being 
sent directly to PWRDF, go through All Saints, as our regular and PWRDF monthly  
givings are, earmarked for a specific appeal. Tom Peppiatt, our Treasurer, has agreed.  
Donors will still have either option. 

At this time of writing, the disastrous HAITI QUAKE is very much in our thoughts and 
prayers and, to which, PWRDF responded immediately. Please know that all of the 
money raised for emergency relief goes directly to relief, reconstruction and  
rehabilitation work etc., carried out by our  implementing partners ‘already on the 
ground’ with their experience and existing human infrastructure programs, when ca-
lamities hit.  

None of the money raised will be spent on giant advertising efforts or hefty  
administration fees and you won’t see anyone wearing a PWRDF t-shirt or see the 
PWRDF logo on a crate of shelter materials. But, we know our support is getting 
through and immediate assistance is being provided for the people who so  
desperately need it, at Total Administration Cost of 7.41%!  

Your past caring /generosity and continuing support, make me proud to be your

Cruisin’ With the Bishop 
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Hi Everybody, 
 
Let me fill you in on everything that I've been doing during what I would 
normally call the Christmas Break, starting with a visit to La Plata, near 
Buenos Aires.  There I attended a graduation ceremony for my host brother, who had 
just finished part of his course in computer programming.  I spent the following week 
with him in his apartment.  A few of the trip's highlights are attending a coffee house 
where a family friend was performing (this was actually pretty funny, not because of the 
poetry, but because of how absurdly boring my host brother found it), playing my first 
video game in three and a half months (Pro Evolution Soccer, of course), and watching 
the FIFA World Cup club match between LP Estudiantes (LP=La Plata) and FC Barce-
lona of Spain.  This match determines the best soccer club in the world.  Watching the 
televised game (the live game took place in Dubai) in La Plata was great because 
when they scored, you could hear the entire city cheering and running out into the 
streets.  Unfortunately they lost, but this may actually have been a blessing because, 
had they won, the ensuing celebration would have closed the streets! 
 
Upon my return, just  before Christmas, I went out for an exchange student dinner, and 
then later we all went out to the new boliche (club) called 21.  On Christmas Eve, all 
the family came to our house to cenar.  At midnight we all ran outside to watch the fire-
works that appeared all over the city, and then opened our presents.  I received a shirt, 
and gave my host parents chocolates and a copy of Bon Cop/Bad Cop to add a Cana-
dian touch.  Around 2 AM my brother, some of my cousins and I went out to celebrate 
Christmas the argentine way.  I went to a party that took place at the house of another 
exchange student from California.  Around 5 AM some of us made our way to the par-
que, but at this point I was totally exhausted and not quite willing to deal with a park full 
of thousands of people standing around doing nothing, so I didn't stay long.  A couple 
of days later was BonsiFest: stage two in the holiday festivities.  This is a party that is 
put on by a local club, but takes place in a quinta outside the city.  There are tents, 
DJ's and about 2000 people!  I went with a neighbour and some amigos from Denmark 
and France, respectively.  This was actually a lot more fun than Christmas, because 
the owners of the club had taken the time to properly accommodate the mass of peo-
ple with music and security, as opposed to the Christmas method, which is to cram 
everybody into a narrow stretch of park.  Stage three was New Years, which was a 
party in a friend's house.  This was probably the best of all three parties, because it 
was more tranquila and I could work on my Spanish. 
 
I spent the following week recovering from the series of parties that accompanied 
Christmas.  I went on a couple of runs and went to the gym a couple times, which 
helped a lot.  The other day a group of us went to a friends house to swim in her 
pool.  It was a really great time, and it's a lot easier to practice Spanish when you don't 
have to yell over 6-foot speakers.  Personally, I wouldn't mind if the whole summer was 
like this; I truly prefer hanging out by the pool, talking, playing futbol and drinking mate 
to staying out late and sleeping the whole day away.  In a position where rest, diet and 
exercise have a huge influence on one's mood, it is also a whole lot easier to feel good 
when you have a healthy routine. 



 
Last week I had a surprise visit from a mother of some friends of mine, who told me 
that there was an American in Olavarria this week and suggested we get to know each 
other.  The next day I took [Shaun] with me when I met some friends to play pool.  Al-
though he barely spoke any Spanish, the guys we were with had a high level of Eng-
lish and we all got by okay.  Shaun came to Argentina at the recommendation of some 
friends of his from Minnesota, where they played polo together.  The great part was 
that Shaun (when I first met him I couldn't understand what his name was because of 
how he pronounced it with his American accent) also knew a thing or two about 
hockey, and for the first time since I arrived I could talk about the sport that I've been 
missing on television and in video games.  Shaun just left for Buenos Aires, where he 
is staying with the rest of his family, but it was nice to have a visit from somebody close 
to home (the other Americans I know are all from California). 
 
Anyway, I think I'll head outside to practice up 
some soccer skills, but I hope everybody is well 
at home and I'll try to get another email sent off 
in the next month or so.  Chau!
