As you read this, the G8, with the leaders of the òkingdoms of this worldó, have come to Huntsville, and 
gone. [éand we can all exhale, relax, and revel in another Muskoka summer!] However, the outcome of their 
deliberations will affect us and all the peoples of the world for years to come.  The concerns were economic 

stability, growth and development and the shoring up of ôearthly kingdomsõ. 

 
While we, as Christians, live in this world, we are not of  this world [ see Jesusõ prayer in John 17].  Those 
concerns are very real in our day -to-day life, yet also are the concerns of the kingdom of God of which we 
are members.  The worldõs kingdoms deal in power and control and jockeying for position, but Godõs king-

dom, based on love [John 3.16], flows counter to that culture.  

 

òBeloved, let us love one another, for love is of God, and everyone who loves is born of God 

and knows God.  Whoever does not love does not know God, for God is loveó [1 John 4.7-8] 

 
Let us take time this summer to consider and reflect on how we live, and best reflect, and demonstrate 
Godõs kingdom in our lives. What we believe impacts how we live, and every day we pray, òYour Kingdom 
comeó!  In His parables, Jesus taught about the Kingdom of God.  To assist in our reflections, I include a 

creed, written by Bruce Prewer, based on the parables from Matthew 13:  

 
A CREED: THE MINI-PARABLES OF JESUS. 

We believe in the love -kingdom of God, through Christ Jesus upon us, within us, beyond us.  

We believe the love -kingdom is like a mustard seed; sown in apparent insignificance,  

growing into magnificence for the greening of the world. [Matthew 13:31 -32] 

We believe the love -kingdom is like yeast; inserted in humble insignificance  

into the dough of life, expanding into enough bread for the world. [Matthew 13:33]  

We believe the love -kingdom of God is like a treasure; lost and rendered insignificant  

under the ground, now found with joy and thanksgiving. [Matthew 13:44]  

We believe the love -kingdom of God is like pearls; all others become in insignificant  

when the largest, most beautiful pearl of all is found. [Matthew 13:45]  

We believe the love -kingdom of God is like a net full of fish; where even insignificant  

sardines are saved but worm-ridden barracuda are thrown away. [Matthew 13:47 -48] 

We believe in the love -kingdom of God, through Christ upon us, within us, beyond us;  

where the meek and the poor, the merciful and the hungry, rejoice with the angels of God. [Matthew 5]  

Loving God, we believe; scatter our unbelief.  
 

This summer, as we take time out for relaxation, re -creation, and perhaps vacation, we remain secure in the 
knowledge that God never takes time out from us, and that one day òthe kingdoms of this world will become 

the kingdom of our God and of His Christ, and He will reign forever and ever .ó [see Revelation 11.15]

STEWARDSHIP 

A little food for thought from the Stewardship Committee: 
 
Will our Children be Good Stewards?  
I bring my 12 year old granddaughter to church occasionally. Much to my chagrin she hasnôt 
grown up in a church-attending family. She doesnôt attend church with me very often either, but when she does 
itôs usually an eye opener for both of us. 
 
She is a gifted student both academically and musically. Iôm probably over concerned about the lack of a regu-
lar church element in her life. Some things are happening that tell me that God really does work in mysterious 
ways. 
 
Take last Sunday ï the day of the annual Christmas Bake sale. It was also Intention Sunday ï the day when 
parishioners are asked to return an Intention Form on which they indicate their intended weekly or annual giving 
for the coming year. The Stewardship Committee of which Iôm part was hosting Coffee Hour ï sort of a wrap up 
to our year round stewardship efforts. 
 
My granddaughter had helped my wife wrap a variety of Christmas cookies and cakes earlier that morning. 
Wendy dropped the baking off in the parish hall on her way to an early choir practice, and when my grand-
daughter and I arrived about 45 minutes later, she proudly pointed out the cookies sheôd help to wrap. She 
noted that the cakes were already sold. 
 
Sheôs in a family where thereôs enough but not much spare change. So just as she was off to church school I 
gave her a little money - $2.75 to be exact - to buy a snack from the Bake Sale table. After the service she re-
appeared at coffee hour, smiling. She was holding a small, partially eaten plate of colourful cookies; and 
change of 0.75 which she promptly returned to me. 
 
Initially I declined, but she insisted, so I put the three quarters in my pocket. But a moment later she asked for 
them back. Thinking she was about to buy something else to eat, I was taken aback when she tossed it all 
straight into the basket where parishioners voluntarily make donations for coffee supplies. 
 
Instantly I thought about how often I have mentally objected to that basket for voluntary donations. After all, did-
nôt Andrew Weeks (the Magnetic Church Conference guru) strongly advise us not to put out a plate for such do-
nations? ñYou wouldnôt expect your house guests to pay for coffee, would you?ò he said. 
 
But I guess Andrew wasnôt thinking about 12 year olds. It wasnôt much, really - less than a dollar. But the ges-
ture touched my heart in a way that was quite unexpected, and I wondered why. 
 
There is a direct connection, I think, to that story in Mark 12:41-44: ñSitting across from the offering box, he was 
observing how the crowd tossed money in for the collection. Many of the rich were making large contributions. 
One poor widow came up and put in two small coins--a measly two cents. Jesus called his disciples over and 
said, "The truth is that this poor widow gave more to the collection than all the others put together. All the others 
gave what they'll never miss; she gave extravagantly what she couldn't afford--she gave her all." 
 
It was certainly not a widow in this case, just a 12 year old girl. And she didnôt give her all, just the leftover 
change that she had that Sunday morning. But at that moment I felt a connection to that passage that I wonôt 
soon forget. Something or someone along the way set an example for her about giving. Maybe it was me, more 
likely it was not.  
 
Weôre all setting, and living, examples all of the time about giving. We do it by what we say, and by what we do. 
And we never know who might be watching.
