The following Wednesday, 03 November, we gather  in the church for the commemoration of 

ôAll Soulsõ - the day òwe pray for saints who have gone before us - those we love but see no 

longeró. Please join us to remember your loved ones.  

 

Remembrance Sunday is on 07 November. We remember and  give thanks to God for saints in 

the service of God and country - for all those men and women who served, and who continue 

to serve, our country in war and in peace, in the military and the merchant marine. At 8.30 

and 10.00 am, in our service of remembrance, we bless the wreath which will be laid at the 

cenotaph on Remembrance Day. We are privileged to have the veterans of our parish  

participating in our Sunday worship services.  

 

The first Sunday of Advent [28 November], is the Sunday closest to St Andrewõs Day. At the 

10.00 am service, our ACW [Anglican Church Women] will gather for Corporate Communion, 

and Georgi Doyle will be our preacher. We give thanks to God for the saints of the ACW who 

work tirelessly, and often without recognition, supporting the mission and ministry of our 

church.  

 

I give thanks to God for all the saints of All Saintsõ, and I hold you in my heart.

Stewardship Sunday Sermon: October 17, 2010  (1 Chr. 29:10 ð 17,  2 Cor. 9:6-
15,  Luke 18:18-26) 
 
The rescue of 33 buried miners in Chile caught the attention of the whole 
world.  Their stories reflect the value of every human life.   They reflect,  
òJoyó.   Did you see their faces as they left the Fenix?    Could you feel their joy 
as they hugged their wives and children and friends?   They were buried.  Now they were alive 
again!   Thatõs Joy - what weõre made for.   Itõs what we want and need.  I think joy is what 
Stewardship is about. 
 
St. Paul says,  òEach of you must give as you have made up your mind, not reluctantly or un-
der compulsion, for God loves a cheerful giver.ó   (Read 2 Cor. Chapters 8 and 9 for a great 
Stewardship Sermon!) 
 
Stewardship Sunday is a day appointed to invite every member of our Churc to make a com-
mitment. A big envelope in your folder at the entrance contains a letter from our Stewardship 
Team and forms on which you can say what time and talent and money you want to give to 
God for the work of His Church in 2011.   Please take yours & use it.   
 
At Thanksgiving dinner my 3-½ year old granddaughter gave me a little paper basket stuffed 
with bright colored, flower - like scraps.    She said: òHere Grandpa ð I made this for you.ó    
Her face was glowing, full of joy.   As I took her gift, I remembered Paulõs words: òGod loves a 
cheerful giveró.   So do I! 
 
Look back on your own life.    Iõll bet your most joyful times were when you gave a gift to 
someone you loved.   Giving is part of the ritual for birthdays and weddings and anniversaries 
and Christmas.   We enjoy giving.  Itõs a happy thing to do!   My granddaughter showed me 
that what St. Paul says is true!   God loves a cheerful giver !   Jesus said: òItõs more blessed to 
give than to receive.ó  Itõs also more fun.   We find joy,  sharing our time, talent and treasure!  
 
The Old Testament reading is about a big stewardship celebration 2,700 years ago in Jerusa-
lem.  King David collected a huge supply of money and precious metals and gems, and building 
supplies and skilled laborers.  This was a gift from him and from the offerings of all the peo-
ple.    He gave it to Solomon to build the great Temple for the God of Israel.   David cries:  
òIn the uprightness of my heart I have freely offered all these things, and now I have seen 
your people, who are present here, offering freely and joyously to youó. 
 
òFreely and Joyouslyó.     Thatõs how we offer gifts.   òNot reluctantly or under compulsion.ó    
Not because we have to ð but because we want to.    No one can tell me what I should offer.  
If Iõm compelled to give ð itõs not an offering.  Itõs a tax!   Most of us donõt find much joy in 
paying our taxes!    The 10% tithe in the Bible was a tax.   You paid it òor elseó.   Paul says: 
òEach of you must give as you have made up your mindó.  (10% -1% $3.00 week-$10,000.  You 
decide.)  Stewardship is making up your mind òFreely and Joyouslyó.      
 
Jesus tells a story about a rich young man who has to make up his mind.     He wants to inherit  
eternal life.    Jesus says, òObey Godõs Lawsó.   He says ð Iõve obeyed Godõs laws all my life - 
what else should I do?     Our Lord says: òsell everything you own and give it to the poor and 
you will have treasure in heaven; then come, follow me.ó  òWhen he heard this, he became 
sad; for he was very rich.ó     He was sad!   Give up everything?  He had to make up his mind.   
I wonder what he decided to do?  
 



Iõm sorry for that rich young man.   It must have been so hard to decide.  It would be for me!  
Jesus says: òHow hard it is for those who have wealth to enter the kingdom of God!ó   Then 
he adds a joke. 
 
òit is easier for a camel to go through the eye of a needle than for someone who is rich to 
enter the kingdom of God.ó Then he adds, with a twinkle in his eye: òWhat is impossible for 
mortals is possible for God.ó 
 
Jesus had good friends and followers who were rich.    He doesnõt tell all of us turn over all 
our assets to a registered charity.  He doesnõt blame people for being wealthy. He warns us 
that itõs harder for rich people to give because they have so much.  If they give òreluctantly 
and under compulsionó, they miss the joy!  
 
The rich young man had to make up his mind, and so do we.    Most of us are already giving 
to the church and have, to quote St. Paul, òmade up your mind, not reluctantly nor under 
compulsionó.  The reason for Stewardship Sunday is not to raise money.   Itõs to help us see 
ourselves as Stewards of what weõve received.  Itõs to offer an opportunity to offer your gift 
generously, and find the joy of giving.  
 
We all know John 3:16  òGod so loved the world that He gave his only Son, so that everyone 
who believes in Him may not perish, but may have eternal lifeó.   God loved and so He 
gave.   We love, and so we give!    Thatõs why weõre gathered here at All Saintsõ this  
morning for Stewardship Sunday.   Giving is a way of loving!    You can give without loving, 
but you canõt love without giving!    Loving and giving always go together. 
 
We worship a God who wants us to enjoy ourselves and to enjoy the wonderful world He has 
made.   Joy is the hallmark of the Church!  Weõre surrounded by sadness and sorrow and sin 
and selfishness and suffering and death.    One of the miners said: òDown there, I met good 
and evil, God and the devil.   They fought each other, but I took Godõs handó.   Several said 
that coming out of the earth was like being born again.   They had a new life.   Itõs a life of 
joyful celebration!  
 
The focus of our faith is Jesus, a man whose body was torn to pieces on a cross.   Thereõs no 
rejoicing in that picture ð only the pain and suffering of our world.   On the third day he was 
raised from death ð and he met his disciples ð alive with a new eternal life.    They rejoiced 
with great joy.   (So did the rescued miners!)  That joyful celebration still goes on, here, 
now! 
 
God gives us new life in Jesus Christ.   Weõre here in Church to accept what He offers: the 
bread, which is His body and the wine, which is His blood.   Heõs here with us.   He loves us.  
We stand here as my granddaughter stood before me.   We lift our hands holding the gift of 
our Stewardship.  We lift up what we have done with the life heõs given us.  We say, with joy 
in our hearts: òHere God ð I made this for youó

How Do CIDA Matching Funds Work? 

Canadians have been moved to respond generously to appeal for relief 
this year after a major earthquake devastated Haiti and again when 

flooding displace millions of people in Pakistan.  The Canadian Govern-

ment, through the Canadian International Development Agency (CIDA), 
announced after both these disasters that they would match eligible  

donations made by Canadians for relief efforts. Many people assumed that the match 

would work as it did in the case of 2004 Tsunami when organizations received and 

administered the government matched funds.  This is not the case now. CIDA will re-
ceive information from eligible registered Canadian charities like PWRDF about how 

much money was received during the eligible period. In the case of Pakistan it was 

until October 3, 2010 when they were to set aside a matching amount in a separate 
fund designated for this emergency, which will be administered and disbursed by 

them. The Honourable Bev Oda, Minster of International Cooperation says òThis fund 

will provide effective and accountable financial support to experienced Canadian 
and international partner and humanitarian development organizations working on 

humanitarian assistance, early recovery and reconstruction efforts in the affected 

areasó. 

  
Stephen Lewis Foundation SLF  ðòA Dare To Rememberó 

The Stephen Lewis Foundation is preparing to launch a òA Dare to Rememberó for 

the second year running from October 19 th to WORLD AIDS DAY, DECEMBER 1ST  
A Dare To Remember is a fundraising campaign of the Stephen Lewis Foundation.  

The goal of the campaign is simple: to engage communities and individuals across 

Canada to engage in personally challenging acts (òcalled Daresó) while raising funds 

for the inspiring transformation in  Sub -Saharan Africa where grass roots projects are 
working with great courage everyday in in order to turn the tide of the AIDS pan-

demic. This campaign was prompted in part by two alarming realities: the deepening 

global financial crisis and the fact that many international donors were abandoning 
their funding programmes on the African continent just when these programmes 

were ready to scale up and exponentially increase their impact on the ground.  Many 

of the grassroots organizations supported by the Foundation told us that they were 
losing funding from other donors and that their projects were in jeopardy. Many 

more grassroots organizations approached the Foundation looking for additional sup-

port. The Foundation felt it was imperative to act...................                  

 
òA Dare To Dineó for example, is a particular type of Dare that celebrates a strength 

in community that is turning the tide of HIV and AIDS in Africa. The idea of a Dare to 

Dine first came from Canadian grandmothers and in its simplest form entails making 
a dinner and inviting guests to enjoy the meal while mak-

ing a donation to cover what it would cost to have òa 

night out.ó A Dare to Rememberó has been especially 

popular among youth.

SUMMARY  FROM  DIOCESAN IMPLEMENTATION  TEAM  MEETING  08 OCTOBER 2010 
 

In preparation for the setting of the annual Diocesan budget, the Implementation Team is asked to project 
annual costs for implementation of the Strategic Plan initiatives. Following our September meeting, we were 
asked to see if we could make adjustments to reduce the initial cost projection of  $409,000 in order to  
reduce the potential draw on available reserve funds. Bearing in mind that the integrity and objectives of 
the Strategic Plan need to be maintained, we were able to make adjustments resulting in a new cost  
projection of $281,000 that would require a draw of $90,000 from available reserves of approximately 
$200,000. This cost projection was shared with the Diocesan Executive Committee by teleconference call  
and accepted for presentation to Deanery Councils as part of the 2011 Diocesan budget.  
 
Strategic Objective 1 : Congregational Development  

Jay discussed concepts surrounding development of benchmarks and Deanery Assessment Teams. Jay will 
begin presentations with Deanery Councils this month. Deaneries and parishes are in different stages 
of progress re. the benchmarking process and selection of Assessment Teams and Jay will work with 
Deanery groups accordingly. Jay will also begin having resources available on -line and through the  
Diocesan web site. 
 

Strategic Objective 2 : Authentic Evangelism  
Bishop Stephen presented thoughts on evangelism strategies and the concept of a Canon Missioner. He had 

asked Heather Manuel to do some initial research. She could not locate another diocese of similar 
budget size as Algoma that employs a full time Evangelism Missioner. The Implementation Team had a 
brief discussion and talked about exploring a partnership with the Institute of Evangelism in Toronto as 
well as developing our own evangelism teams. It is also expected that initiatives will arise out of our 
work on congregational development.  
 

Strategic Objective 3 : Involved Children and Youth  
Heather Manuel facilitated a September meeting with deanery representatives to discuss the relevant  

objectives and strategies of the Strategic Plan and to develop a staffing structure and required budget 
proposal.  

The Implementation Team integrated their projected annual costs of approximately $88,000 into the 2011 
projected costs with some minor reductions.  

Heather has developed an initial  survey to be presented at Deanery Council meetings along with the  
results of the September 12 meeting.  
 

Strategic Objective 4 : Dynamic Communication  
The Team briefly viewed and discussed the improved Diocesan web site and its potential use as a resource 

for clergy, parishes and Deanery Councils. Individual parishes will be free to continue to use and  
develop their own web sites and utilize the Diocesan template if desired.  

The Team had consensus that on-line data gathering should remain a priority.  
 

Strategic Objective 5 : Empowering Clergy and Lay Development  
Clergy evaluation process requires further discussion with Stephen and the Archdeacons.  
Opportunities for clergy family support are currently available but further discussion is 

required. Stephen will attempt to assess the needs through interface with clergy.  
 

Note: The Implementation Team will attend part of the Executive Council Meeting in  
November to review priorities and objective timelines for the Strategic Plan.  
The Team will meet Wednesday morning November 17th prior to the Executive  
Council meeting. We will also hold a teleconference November 8 th in preparation  
for Executive Council.  

 Some Implementation Team members will disseminate this summary prior to Deanery 
Council meetings in preparation for discussion at Deanery Council.

See the Book of Judges 4-8 

http://www.ebibleteacher.com/children/cards/judges.pdf 

After the time of Deborah, God raised up  

another judge named Gideon.  He was a shy man who didnõt 

have much confidence in himself.  God called on him to 

lead Israel, but Gideon doubted God and asked God to give 

him a sign.
