After a brief summer break we are again meeting on a monthly basis to follow through
on the direction given to us at Vestry regarding the expansion of the entrance to
accommodate accessible washrooms and a larger greeting area.

At our first meeting of the year Terri-Lyn did a Title search of our properties and it was
discovered that all four lots were registered in slightly different names. This is a bit of a
problem as building on one lot would mean encroaching on another.

The first step in correcting this is to approach the Diocese to have all the properties in
one name. Reverend Dawn has done this and it will be a minimum of three months to
finish this process.

Our understanding is that on out-of-town lots this might automatically merge all of the
property but as they are in town and on a Plan of Subdivision this is not the case. We
will have to apply to the Town merge some or all of the lots as best accommodates our
needs.

Although the process is slow we are proceeding with planning the expansion and have
had a first draft of a drawing done by a gentleman with a wealth of experience in build-
ing churches.

We have had a new roof put on at Sutherland Hall and would like to thank the property
committee for overseeing the work and the ACW for the contribution they made to this
project.

Their have been a couple of major leaks that have needed to be repaired and we
thank the property committee and the Sexton for their attention to this matter. Our
buildings are old and in constant need of repair which keeps Property extremely busy.

SUMMARY FROM DIOCESAN IMPLEMENTATION TEAM MEETING 10 SEPT. 2010

Strategic Objective 3 : Involved Children and Youth

1. Heather Manuel, Diocesan Youth and Program Consultant, presented the Pastoral Plan
for Youth Ministry in the Diocese of Algoma. The Plan dates from 1988 with revisions.

2. Heather also outlined plans for the Youth Ministry meeting being held Sep.11 and 12 in
the Sault . Attendees from across the Diocese will be discussing plans to meet the ob-
jectives of the Strategic Plan.

3. Implementation Team had previously requested a survey of current youth and child
ministries throughout the Diocese. Heather will initiate a quick survey while attending
Deanery meetings this fall, to be followed by a more in depth survey with parish and
youth involvement.

Draft Strategic Plan budget for 2011

1. Implementation Team with Jane, reviewed potential costs for 2011 which would total
$409,000 if accepted. Major budget items are staff expense and travel for congrega-
tional development and staff and program development costs for youth and child minis-
try. Budget also included projected costs for IT resource help for deaneries and par-
ishes.

2. It appears that if the draft budget were adopted by Executive, approximately half would
be covered in the current budget and approximately $200,000 would be taken from re-
serve funds. If so, this would likely deplete the reserve fund availability in 2012. This is
naturally a concern for the Implementation Team. Priorities require clarification by the
Bishop and Executive.

Strategic Objective 1 : Congregational Development
1. Rev.Jay has been preparing for process of developing benchmarks.

2. We discussed the types of benchmarking that are possible and the processes that could
be used for benchmark development at the upcoming Deanery meetings.

3. It was agreed that the process needs to be communicated to Deaneries prior to the
Deanery meetings as well as benchmark elements.

4. It was agreed that the benchmarking process and elements would be presented in draft
form at the Deanery meetings and then taken to Executive for approval.
