Greetings from the Wardens,  

Attached is a memo sent recently from the Synod Office. After hearing of some concerns from Parishioners we 
would like to pass on a portion of this information.  

MEMO RE: HINI (SWINE FLU)   PANDEMIC from The Ecclesiastical Province of Ontario   

Being mindful of The World Health Organizationôs decision to upgrade the level of the rapidly spreading ñSwine 
Flu Pandemicò from a Phase 4 to Phase 5 level, a Conference Call Meeting took place involving Bishops and 
leaders of all seven dioceses of the Ecclesiastical Province of Ontario. During the course of the Meeting in 
formation was shared various medical health officers in Ontario, and reference made to experiences and les-
sons learned through the recent SARS epidemic, as well as other studies on related health issues, including a 
paper commissioned by the Anglican Church on the potential health dangers associated with the practice of 
intinction.  

After thorough discussion it was agreed that the following recommendations would be shared with Anglican 
Church leaders and members throughout the Ecclesiastical Province:  

-          Special attention should be given to hand washing and use of sanitisers in preparing for and admin-
istering Communion, and in regular cleansing of potential germ laden surfaces such as door knobs 
and railings. 

-          While we do not recommend withholding the use of the common cup at this stage, the practice of 
intinction is particularly discouraged in all situations. Those who voluntarily withdraw themselves from 
receiving wine at Communion are to be affirmed in their choice, with an appropriate reminder that 
there is within the Anglican tradition support for receiving in one kind only.

Bruce Payne has resigned as 
Chairman of the Cemetery Board and the Corporation has accepted the resignation with much regret.

       There have been some mistakes and much frustration within the workings of the corporation and 
some committees. There have been people hurt and some have felt they have been wrongly accused of 
things they have not done. Rumors have run rampant in Members of the congregation; this has caused 
many hard feelings. We would ask that we stop and ask ourselves is the reason that we go to church 
and volunteer to get recognition or for the Glory of God?  Many things have been said and have hurt 
others without meaning to.

All of these have 
been turned down. We now appeal to the congregation to help us it this problem. The reason of the 
problem is that we are losing members and we don't know why. Some of it is, many are away at  
cottages or on trips. There have people who have passed away and others have moved. Costs are up 
as everyone knows, so that it is harder to make ends meet. We have discussed some ways to earn 
money, but at this we have not settled on anything so we turn  to you the congregation to step forward 
with ideas. Again we ask that you look at your givings and pray that we can work together to save this 
church without putting in deep in debt.

AIDS Crisis Response TeamÜOn Sunday 07 June, the Sunday School children presented Donna King 

[AIDS Crisis Response Team] with their Sunday School Lenten Collection.   

ACRT originates in Windsor, Ontario and operates under the auspices of a Board of Directors.  The mission of 

the agency is to provide services to people living with HIV/AIDS primarily in Nigeria.  The group has approxi-

mately 50 to 100 supporters in the Windsor area and approximately 30 in the Huntsville area.  There is a staff 

person who worked out of the Medical Centre of Abia State who is an administrator and social worker [$100 per 

month, salary]. 

Nigeria is part of sub-Sahara Africa; since it is one of the richer countries in Africa, it does not have the same  

problems as further south on the continent.  However, since the Government focuses on the war zone, there is 

really no other agency to help.  The locals work with Canadians and Americans trusting them to hand-in with 

them. 

ACRT provides infant formula, vitamins and over the counter medicine to various people including HIV mothers.  

[Donations can be directed toward the testing of pregnant women.]  ACRT  is especially concerned about getting 

infant formula companies to ship cartons of milk directly to the centre in Nigeria for distribution; this aid is critical 

for babies whose moms have died.  ACRT also provides HIV/AIDS awareness education and support, counseling 

and programs.
